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SUMMARY OF CONTINUING ACTION ITEMS 
 
Noise Modeling - Roger Odegard reported that he will be sending out the noise modeling for Alternatives 
6, 7, 12b, and 12c tonight. Alternatives 1, 2, and 12a will be sent out no later than tomorrow night, and he 
is still working on Alternatives 3 and 5.   
 
The PC/IC held a general discussion of what Rob Adams needs for review of Alternative 9.  Roger 
Odegard agreed to send Rob all required files for IC review. 
 
Rob reported that the review for Alternatives 1, 2, 6, 7, 12a, 12b, and 12c would be completed this week.  
Alternatives 3 and 5 will require more time since these alternatives are being reviewed by the IC for the 
first time. 
 
Steve stated that PC expects all noise outputs to be completed by the end of the month.  The PMT has 
also asked for a synopsis of the results of the noise analysis for each of the alternatives as they are 
completed.  They do not want to wait until all alternatives have been completed.     
 
Robb reported that the draft 33L Visual Approach plate has been forwarded to several airlines for 
comment.  While a number of comments have been received, Robb will wait until all comments are 
reviewed before making any changes to the approach plate.  Robb also stated that there were several 
RNAV procedures suggested by the airlines, i.e. SOIA (Simultaneous Offset Instrument Approach), and 
RPAT (RNP Parallel Approach Transition), but all agreed that we are going to continue with the current 
charted visual approach procedure and not address RNAV procedure design at this time.
